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Translation of Bronze Pattern Clothing

—Taking embroidery design of wedding dresses and formal attire of 56 ethnic groups as an example

Abstract: The patterns on bronze ware are very representative visual materials in ancient Chinese creative art.
They not only carry the sense of order in the ritual society, but also have prominent decorative effects and symbolic
meanings. The traditional costumes of various ethnic groups in our country rely on cutting, color matching, embroidery,
and accessories to showcase ethnic identity, aesthetic preferences, and etiquette and customs. This design practice
mainly selected animal, geometric, and character scene patterns on bronze ware, combined them with 56 ethnic
wedding and formal dress patterns, and attempted to explore the transformation path of traditional patterns in
embroidery design. | realized during the design process that bronze patterns cannot be simply copied from the overall
design and embroidered directly on clothes. Usually, they need to be partially cut, thread simplified, embroidered, and
matched with specific parts in order to blend with the original structure of ethnic costumes. By redesigning elements
such as cloud and thunder patterns, string patterns, vortex patterns, scale patterns, kui dragon patterns, phoenix and
bird patterns, simplified animal face patterns, stolen melody patterns, coiled chi patterns, banquet music patterns,
and hunting patterns, we attempt to make the clothing look more ceremonial, visually rich, and have deeper cultural
connotations while maintaining the recognition of ethnic costumes.
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
